In June and August of 1992, the U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) conducted geophysical surveys to investigate the shallow geologic framework from Lake Pontchartrain, Louisiana, to Mobile Bay, Alabama.  This work was done onboard the Argonne National Laboratory’s R/V ERDA-1as part of the Mississippi/Alabama Pollution Project.
