From September 2 through 4, 2008, the USGS and Saint Johns River Water Management District (SJRWMD) conducted geophysical surveys in Lakes Cherry, Helen, Hiawassee, Louisa, and Prevatt, located in central Florida, as part of the USGS Lakes and Coastal Aquifers (LCA) study. This report serves as an archive of unprocessed digital boomer seismic reflection data, trackline maps, navigation files, and formal FGDC metadata. Filtered and gained (a relative increase in signal amplitude) digital images of the seismic profiles are also provided.
