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This map is intended to assist geologic study of the Hollis
area by showing linear features that may indicate structures,
such as faults, which may be significont in the localization
of mineral deposits. Some deposits on eastern Prince of Wales
Island, notably copper at the Rush and Brown mine, were
controlled by faults or shear zones, and it is likely that other
similar deposits may be present in this area. However, “con-
tact-type” deposits also present in this geologic terrane may
not be associated with linear features here shown. On this
map other features, such as clearings, that may aid in deter-
mining ground position, have also been delineated.
