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AN EVALUATION OF THE EFFECTS OF THE
OCTOBER 31, 1895, CHARLFSTON, MISSOURI, EARTHQUAKE

INTRODUCTION

The ‘October 31, .1895, earthauake near Charleston,
Missouri, is one of the largest earthauakes known to have
occurred in southeast Missouri. Only the long sequence of
shocks during 1811 and 1812 produced earthquakes of qreater
maanitude than the 1895 event. The effects of the 1895
Charleston earthquake presented in this report have been
reevaluatec -as - part. of a larger investigation of the
attenuation of seismic waves 1in the Mississippi Vallev.
This earthcuake is of particular interest since: (1) it had
a magnitude (mb) of 6.2 (Nuttli, 1974) and thus is a laroe
earthquake for this part of United States; (2) its eftfects
were relatively well observed compared with the 1811=1612
sequence; and (3) the construction practices and sratial
distributijon of buildings had imoroved suhstantially since
1812. Unreinforced brick masonry was widely used by the
late 1800°s and buildinas of this type are distributed

widely over the midwest,



SOURCES OF DATA

The data used are a compilation of all the intensity
information available to us on the 1895 earthquake. Data
have been obtained from both primary sources (newspapers)

'and secondary sources (Coffman and von Hake, etc.). All of
the reports presented herin (inclucding duplicates in some
cases) have been organized by state abbreviation, city, and

intensity.

In addition to the eQaluatibn of the intensity at a
oiven site, in many cases the site itself had to be located.
Modern citfés were Jlocated by a computer program which
searched a zip code list and provided ' latitudes and
longituces for each «city. Older, very small, and
no-lonaer-existing cities had to be found by other means.
Three turn-of-the-century atlases were used. A  number of
towns which were not actually shown on these maps were
listed in the atlas 1indexes, along with their counties.
Quite a few more were found in a reorint of the 1876
Bullincer’s Postal and Shippers Guide, which cave county or
post office. Many of these were éhen found on modern (,S.
Geological Survey topoaraphic two-degree sheets, The
location rrocedures for the difficult sites are shown in
brackets with the data for those sites, alona with any
assumed changes in spelling, in the listing at the end ot

this report. The four sites that coulc not be found are



similarly noted.



DISCUSSION

Modified Mercalli intensities were assigned to all the
sites for which information was found. A maximum intensity
of VIII, was assigned at seven places (Charleston, Puxico,
and Taylor, MO; Alton and Cairor IL; Princeton, 1lu; and
Paducah, KY.) At Charleston "every builaing 1in the
commercial block was damaged...and many walls were cracked"
(Heinrich, 1941), and several plate-class windows were
broken and chimnpneys thrown down (Perdue, 1895). At Cairo
"the number of chimneys shaken down in the city probably
runs into the hunareds" (Marvin, 1895). Intensity VII®s
were assicned to twelve sites (Gadsden, AL; Albion, Grand
Tower, Grayville, Quincy, and Trenton, IL; Brazil, and
Liberty, IN; Columbus, KY; and Cape Girardeau andg Saint
Charles, M), In addition, 21 sites were assianed intensity
VI, 52 intensity V, 25 intensity IV, 27 intensity 1IIl, 2
intensity II, 6 intensity I, 191 "“felt"°s (F°s), 1¢
"heavy"“s, 5 "light"“s, and 3 "sand blows""s. O0Gnly two "not
felt" reports were obtained, one, from Abilene, Texas, and
one from Denver, Colorado. 1In each case the "not felt" was

inferred fromr lack of coverage in local newsrapers.

A few comments are necessary here about how some of the
intensities were assigned. The Monthly Weather Review
(#arvin, 1895) included a very lono list of observed tines

at various locations. There was no additional information



Wwith these reports and no distinction could be made between
them. These were all assumed to be "felt" reports ano
plotted as "“F"’s. One-word or very poor descriptions were
not given numerical intensities; instead, such words as
"stight", “mild", and "moderate" were called "liaht"
(plotted on plate 1| as "L") while "heavy", ‘'severe", anag
"violent", were called "heavy" (plotted as "H"). A number
of the reports concerned places where licuefaction occurred,
(plotted as "Q"); sandblows were reported near bGertrand,
Big Lake, and Charleston, M™Missouri, and a new lake was
formed south of Henson Lake, Missouri. Note, however, that
all of thése places are within the intensity-VI1I contour,
The evidence of liauefaction was not used to assion
intensities since it has been known for many years that
liquefaction can occur at rather Jlow levels of around
shaking (equivalent - to M.M. intensity V or perhaos lower).
Perdue (1895) cites a number of reports of increased flow of
water or gas and of water in rivers and creeks rising
(Albion, Bluffton, Columbia City, Marion, Piaeon Creek, and
Shelbyville, IN). These were assumed to be lona-period
effects and were assigned intens{ty I“s. Few other rerorts
were assianed intensities of either II or I. Only tour (of
373) sites coula not be found at all and were not plotted on
the map (Alwood, IL, and Gordonsville, Vilas, and Zc¢itonia,

The maximum intensity assigned to any report was VIIT.
Nuttli (1974) 1lists this earthaouake as having a maximum

intensity of IX and finds m(b)=6.2 based on the intensity

fall~off with distance. He assianead Bertrand, Missouri,
intensity IX (because of sandblows) ana Charleston,
Missouri, VIII-IX. The Charleston, Missouri, epicenter

(37.0N, 89.4W) given by Nuttlj (1974) and by Stover anc
others (1979) agrees very well with our fingings and has not
been chanced. The epicenter is marked on plate 1 with a

star.

The areal extent of the felt area as inte}preted by
various authors varies considerably. Points for which we
have reliable intensities reach from Chatham, Ontario (60 km
east of Detroit) to New Orleans, Louisiana, and from
Washinqtbn, D.C. to Wichita, Kansas. To the southeast there
is a lack of data from the entire state of Virainia and most
of MWest Virginia, although there_are reports from Leoragia
and Pennsylvania. Marvin (1895) says the earthauake was
felt from Canada to Louisiana and Georqgia and from North
_Carolina and the District of Columbia to Nebraska and New
Mexico. No specific reports were found from New Mexico.
Our felt area of 2,500,000 square kilometers aarees well
with Coffran and von Hake (1973) and Moneymaker (195%5) who
give one million sauare miles (2,600,000 sauare kilometers),
but is considerably larger than Perdue®s (1895) estimate of

400,000 square miles (one million square kilometers).



The data presented in this report have been olotted on
a 1:2,500,000-scale Albers equal-area base map (see plate

This Yistinag contains all of the 1information cathered
about the 1895 earthauake.

The
majority of rersons, however, claim that the movement was
from east-northeast to west-southwest...No noise, other than
that of the cracking and creaking timbers in the house, the
rattle of crockery and alassware, and the fallina and
breaking of parlor and dresser ornaments, was heard. The
losses due to broken china and glassware, ornaments, etc.,
agaregate quite a considerable sum. The number of chimnevs
shaken down in the city probably runs into the hundreds.
The plaster 1in nearly all frame buildings was more or less
damaged. But the brick and stone buildings suffered the
most serious damage, though none fell and orobably none were
rendered uninhabitable. The following are a few of the
injured buildings: The county court hcuse, chimneys above
the roof shaken down; walls badly cracked. The larae brick
office buildina belongina to and occupied by the Cairo Trust
Co.s chirneys fell, slate roofs daraaes (sicl, walls
cracked. The Safford Pubklic Library, walls badly crackea
and the front gable parted from the rcof; left stanuina,
but in a dancerous condition, and will have to be removed
and replacec. St. Joseph”s Catholic Church, brick steeple

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cracked ancd twisted; will have to be removecd and rebuilt at
an estimated cost of $1,000 to $1,200. The United States
custom house (stone), old cracks opened and new ones made,
A large number of buildings in the downtown business
district were damaced by walls being cracked and plate glass
fronts broken.”

No damace was done, but in many houses pictures were thrown
to the floor and crockery broken.

The shock was unaccompanied by any audible rumblina,
coming in cgently from the lake and cisappearina across the
prairies of the west. It was most severely felt on the
North side, where probably the majority of sleepers were
awakened. In the woogen houses of Buena parfk and other
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North side suburbs, the shakino up was so perceptible that
many persons dashed out of their houses in scantly [sic)
clothinge. During the shock and for several hours after the
electricity in the atmosphere was more than oppressive to
persons of nervous temperament...

A North sider who passed through the Charleston
earthauake nine years ago, said:

*I felt the shock last night and recoanised it
immediately. It eaualled in force the forerunner of the
South Carolina shaking up... My bed last niaht was shaken
from east to west, the sensation being as though the center
of the disturbance was directly under the bhouse. In the
Charleston earthauake the shocks increased in violence aaily
until...the great disturbance...happened at 9:50 o°clock on
the night of August 31, 1886.°"

CHICAGO, 5, Dubuque Iowa Telegraph Herald 1895 Nov. 1,
"Chicaoco, Oct. 31.~-=-Chicaaoans were alarmed a few minutes
after five o“clock Thursday morning by feeling a distinct
earthaquake shock. The vibrations, which were felt plainly
al)l over the city, were severe enough to shake objects on
the mantels or desks in the tall buildings, and milkmen and
other early risers, fearing that some of the skyscrarers
might take @& tumble, made haste to get on streets where
there was less danger., At the 22d street police station the
severity of the disturbance was such as to overturn an
inkstand on the desk of the night sergeant. Reports are
coming in from all over the city from persons who noticed
the earthguake."

"At Clifton terrace,  Il11., at ©S:30 this morning a very
distinct earthquake disturbance was experiencea. The
occupants of the Tavern were all suddenly awakened by the
vibration of the builaina, accompanied by a rumbling noise
similar to that produced by passing railroad trains., The
phenomena lasted about forty~five seccnds, but causea no
damage."

Lastina Nearly a Minute==Felt Thprouahocut the City--Houses
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Rocked, wincdows Rattled and Brick Chimneys Tumblecd to the
Ground--St. Louis was awakened this morning by the liveliest
earthauake that has been felt here in many years.

There were no casualties and the damage to property
consisted of the destruction of a few chimneys and the
demolition of a few totterina walls. The German Lutheran
Churchsr on Eighth anc Walnut streets, got ebout the worst
treatment. It will oropably nhave to be torn down, as the
walls are badly cracked.

The shock or shocks, for there appears to have been two
of them, were sufficiently violent, however, to arouse
everybody who was asleep ana to alarm those who were awake.
There were panics in the hotels and the all=-night resorts,
and at the Western Union Telegraph office the operators
stampeded. .

The time of the disturbance was 5:10, and it lasted at
least 45 seconds. Some alleged experts on such phenomena
insist that it was twice as lona. Opinions vary as to the
duration o¢f the vibrations. The Weather Bureau officials
say 1t was from east to west, but a great many citizens
claim it was from north to south, Others bhold to a
diagonal, ncrthwest to southeast theory, and still others
contend that the movement was from southwest to northeast.

The first shock was a short and slicht one. It was
followed by a heavy rumbling, as described by old soldiers
as similar to the sound of artillery passinag over a paved
road. Then came a heavy trembling that endured for more
than thirty seconds and did the damage to preperty.

The shocks were felt in every quarter of the city and
in St. Louis County and in numerous adjoinina towns,

The shock was also felt on the division of the Toledo,
St. Louis & Kansas City Railway from St. Louis to Frankfort,
Ind.s a distance of 245 miles. .

The venerable brick church of the Holy Ghost, German
Lutheran, southwest corner of Eijohth and Walnut streets, was
badly shaken ana cracked. A chimney at its northeast corner
was thrown down, and the cornice work alona the Walnut
street side near Fiahth, was crumbled and cracked in »a
number of rlaces. The massive front section which forms the
vestibule and choir seems to be wholly detached at the top
from the body of the buildina, which has left a crack an
inch or more wide some thirty feet down, alongside a soout
leadina down from the eaves. The Walnut street pavement is
strewn with broken bricks and morter thrown downh by the
shock. ‘ )

A  daughter of the pastor, Rev. Ch. F. Stark, showed a
Post-Uispatch reporter the inside of the church. Several
cracks on both sides of the choir ceiling are visible, and
the building is evidently damaged very serjously at the
Eighth street end--the front. The Holy Ghost congreaation
is buildino a new church 1in the West Ends, and this
structure, put ur in 1834, is soon to ke given over to
business uses.
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Mrs. Anna Horrocks, living two doors from the Holy
Ghost, c¢n Walput, said to the reporter that the shock was
very sharp and severe, rinaing the door bell and creating
the icea of oburaglars, murderers and all kinds of awful
thinos. She hearda the crackinag of the church walls
distinctly.

Fourth District patrolmen report that the shocks were
plainly felt in that part of the city and nearly everv one
was awakened, many rushing out of their homes in their niaht
garments., Ko damage was reported.

The shock caused considerable alarm in the Third
District and the people fled 1in fear from the ricketty
tenements along Seventh, Eighth and Carr and Biddie streets.
No damace was reported, although the old buildings were
agiven a lively shaking up."”
