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Progress Report on the Cooperative Investigation 
of Springs and Stream Flow in the Tecolote Tunnel Area 

of Santa Barbara County, Oalifornia

Origin, Purpose, and Scope of Investigation 

In consideration of the probability that the Tecolote Tunnel of 

the Santa Barbara County Project will intercept and develop appreciable 

flows of water, and in order to prol,ide data from which the effect of 

such developtient on the water resources of the affected area may be 

determined, it was agreed a:ong representatives of the Bureau of ;Ilecla-

mation, 'Treological Surv1v, and Santa Barbcra County inter At:ehcy rieeting 

in Santa Barbara cu 6ctober 7, 10)j, that the Geological Survey would 

undertake an investigation to obtain such data. in a letter dated 

October 21, lAIL to 1.z.r. Harlowe M. Stafford, Lngineer-in-charge, 6,8010g/cal 

Survey, Los Angeles, Mr. E. R. Crocker, Project Manager, Bureau of Recla-

mation, requested "that the .jeological Survey undertake and carry out 

during the fiscal year 1949 the following described investigations an 

measur.mente of surface waters in the general vicinity cf recolote T-nnel, 

Santa Barbara Project: 

Secure data in regard to location and description and make 
periodic measurements of developed springs and make measurements 
of the low flaw of streams on both slope's of the Santa Ynez 
Mountains between Maria Ignacio Creek and San :2arcos Pass road 
on the east and Refugio road on the west with a view to providing 
data from which the effect of inflow into Tecolote Tunnel on 
surface-water resources may be determined. Submit data secured 
to Bureau of Reclamation as each series of measurements is com-
pleted." 



Provision was made for reimbursement of the Geological Survey by 

the Bureau of ReAamation for the expense of the investigation during 

the 1949 fiscal year, with the expectation that in subsequent years it 

would be carried out under a cooperative agree: tent between the Geolo4cal 

Survey and the Santa Barbara County 'hater Agency. 

This progress report has been prepared for the purpose of bringing 

together the factual data wLich the investigation has so far yielded. 

Field Work 

Previous Invest' rations 

Under the cooperation between the Geological Survey and the Santa 

Barbara County','rater Agency, and at the request of the latter agency, 

J. E. Upson of the Ground 'pater Branch, during the period June to 

August 1948 located, described, and measured the discharge of about 48 

springs in tie Santa Ynez Mountains between the site of the Tecolote 

Tunnel and the San Marcos rass road. In many instances, water sa:111:ies 

were tar-en and partial chemical analyses of the sprint waters were made. 

Under the cooperation first betweei. the ..;eological Survey and the 

County of Santa Barbara and later between the Creological Survey and the 

State of California, and at the request of the Bureau of Reclamation, 

the Surface 1;ater Branch be..:-an in February 1946 and has continued to date, 

periodic measurements of the low flow a':,ove Joints of diversion in Tecolote, 

Eagle, and Dos Pueblos Canyors. 

The data of both of these earlier investigations are included in this 

report. 
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i'reeent investigation 

In general, the location, description, and initial mea3urement of 

the sprini:s, and geologic investigations reletin thereto have been 

carried out by the Ground Water branch, and the location and description 

of the streaemeasuring sites, the measurements at these sites, and the 

continued measurements of the springs have been carried out by the 

Surface eater Franck. 

During October and November 1918 the Ground Water Pranch extended 

the location and examination of springs to cover the entire project area. 

In October 19)16 engineers of the Surface etor i3ranch made a reconnaissance 

of ail of the principal canyons in the project area and establiihed a 

network of stream-measuring sites. insofar as practicable, sites above 

all known diversions were selected. During February 1919 engineers Warren 

of the 5round 0iter-liranch and Burgess of the Surface ':Pater Pranch visited 

jointly all spring observation sites and consolidated tne program for 

the continued measurement by the Surface :ieter branch of both springs and 

streams at sone 140 sites. 

Location and Distribution of Measuring Sites 

the location of the springs and stream-discharge measuring sites for 

which the data are elven in tables 1, 2, and is she on the map, 

fegure 1. The number shown for eech site correseonds to the number by 

which the site is designated in the tables. 

The altitude and distribution of the neasurine sites in reference to 

the projected line of the Teccioee Tunnel are shown diagratreaatically in 

figure 2 wnich represents an east-west cross-section of the east-west 

Santa Ynez Aountain range between longitudes 119°45' and 120°95'. The 

position of each site is plotted on the basis of its longitude and altitude 
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as derived from the moat recent topographic maps, and the positions of 

the north and south portals of the Tecolote Tunnel are similarly shown. 

Distinctive symbols have been used to indicate whether the measuring 

site is north or south of the divide which, as shown on figure 2, 

represents the highest point at each longitude. Distances of the sites 

in miles east or west of that point in the tunnel directly under the 

divide are indicated by the scale at the bottom of the diagram. As derived 

from this diagramt the east-west distribution of the measuring sites in 

reference to the tunnel is as follows:

tia a rough guide in indicating the relative importance of the meast-ing 

sites with respect to the possible influence of the tunnel on the flow in 

adjacent springs and streams, the 0.ezometric gradients for slopes of plus 

10 percent to minus 2 percent radiating from the midpoint of the tunnel 

have been drawn on figure 2. if the Santa Ynez Mountains were a completely 

homogeneous mass, it could be expected that the flow of those springs or 

streams having the steepest gradient in reference to the tunnel would be 

subject to the greatest i-fluence from the tunnel while the flow of those 

having the flattest of such gradients would be subject to the least influ-

ence. Actually, the mass of the Santa Inez Mountains in this area is 

extremely complex, and very little is known regarding the inter-relation 

of its various ground-water bodies.

Because the average values of discharge may be greatly influenced by 

only one or two large springs, the median values are best representative 

of this relationship. These values indicate a range in discharge from 

0.5 gallons per minute for altitudes between zero and 1,000 feet to 2.1 

gallons per minute for altitudes between 2,u00 and 3,000 feet.

shown by the fact that the combined discharge as Lieasured at 13C 

spring and stream stations daring the month of February 1549 amounted to 

only 6.9 second-feet, the quantities of flow involved are,in most instances, 

very snail. for tiiia reason, the dischare is given in this taae in gal-

lons per minute as well as in cubic feet per second. 

it is expected that as further moasurements are made, the results 

will be tabulated on the proper pages of this table, and that future progress 

reports will be in the form of a supplement to the present rei..orts giving 

the data of table 3.
