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SUMMARY OF BASIN AND FLOOD CHARACTERISTICS 

FOR UNREGULATED BASINS IN NEW MEXICO

ABSTRACT 

Selected basin characteristics, flood characteristics, flood statistics, 
and peak flows are summarized for 277 unregulated basins in New Mexico and 
adjacent areas of conterminous states. Station descriptions are included in 
the peak flow listing. 

INTRODUCTION 

The stations included in this summary are those at which peak flows are 
unregulated. In this report, unregulated means that either there was no 
regulation on the basin or that the regulation was such that peak flows were 
negligibly affected. For some stations, only the portion of the record that 
was from an unregulated period was used for flood-frequency analysis. The 
stations included are shown in figure I. 

DATA BASE 

Sources of data 

The data presented in this report were collected by the U.S. Geological 
Survey in New Mexico and immediately adjacent areas of conterminous states. 
Peak flows were collected at two types of gaging stations: continuous-record 
gaging stations and partial-record gaging stations. 

At a continuous-record gaging station, a record of time and gage-height 
is maintained either continuously (pen trace on chart) or at regular 
intervals (digital punch on paper tape). A continuous-record gaging station 
is maintained throughout the year. 
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At a partial-record gaging station, only a portion of the gage-height 
continuum is recorded. At a crest-stage gage, the gage-heights of 
instantaneous peaks are recorded, but time is not; at a flood-hydrograph 
station, gage height record is collected at regular intervals (5 to 
15 minutes), but only from May to October. 

Presentation of data 

The data presented in this report have been divided into six tables, 
each of which contains a specific category of information. Tables 3 through 
6 present data in order of ascending station number. The first digit of the 
station number indicates the major basin in which the gage is located (7 for 
lower Mississippi River basin, 8 for Western Gulf of Mexico basins, and 9 for 
Colorado River basin; a zero is usually printed in front of these numbers, 
but is omitted in this report). The last six digits indicate the relative 
position in the major basin (a larger number corresponds to a site farther 
downstream in the basin). 

Table 1. ALPHABETICAL LISTING OF STATIONS -- Contains an alphabetical 
cross reference of station names and station numbers. 

Table 2. DESCRIPTIONS OF BASIN- AND STREAMFLOW-CHARACTERISTICS 
VARIABLES --Contains descriptions of the variables presented in tables 3, 4, 
and 5; these are listed alphabetically. 

Table 3. SIGNIFICANT BASIN CHARACTERISTIC -- Contains characteristics 
selected from the U.S. Geological Survey WATSTORE streamflow/basin 
characteristics file on the basis of significance in regression analysis. 
Included are drainage area, contributing drainage area, mean basin slope, 
main channel length, mean basin elevation, site altitude, and mean annual 
precipitation. 

Table 4. FLOOD MAGNITUDES AT SPECIFIC RECURRENCE INTERVALS -- Contains 
selected flood magnitudes as computed using log-Pearson Type III analyses 
according to guidelines specified in Water Resources Council (WRC) Bulletin 
17A; the magnitudes computed are the WRC adjusted values. These were 
computed using WATSTORE program J407 (version 3.4). Included are flood 
magnitudes at recurrence intervals of 2, 5, 10, 25, 50, 100, 200, and 
500 years. 

Table 5. LOG-PEARSON TYPE III FREQUENCY ANALYSIS STATISTICS -- Contains 
the statistics that mathematically define the flood frequency distribution 
for each station as computed using log-Pearson Type III analysis. These were 
computed using WATSTORE program J407 (version 3.4). Included are the mean, 
standard deviation, and skew for both the station analysis and the analysis 
as adjusted according to WRC Bulletin 17A guidelines, as well as the number 
of years of record on which these values are based. 
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Table 6. STATION DESCRIPTION AND PEAK—FLOW LISTING -- Contains a brief 
description of the station (station location, drainage area, site altitude, 
gage type, and base discharge, as available) and a listing of peak flows and 
dates of occurrence. This information (with the exception of gage type) is 
on file in the U.S. Geological Survey WATSTORE peak—flow file resident on the 
U.S. Geological Survey computer in Reston, Virginia.
