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EXPLANATION

Flowage-Hazard Zone 1: Zone 1 represents the area vulnerable to passage of
high-concentration (high-density) flows, including pyroclastic flows, lava
flows, and proximal parts of lahars.

Flowage-Hazard Zone 2: Zone 2 represents the area that could be overrun by
pyroclastic surges, which are low-concentration (low-density) flows.

Flowage-Hazard Zone 3: Zone 3 includes the intermediate and lower reaches
of valleys that could be inundated by lahars.
