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Gray limestone (Metaline Limestone)

[ Medium- to coarse-grained gray to dark-gray dolomite
Irregularly brecciated and locally contains calcite, jasperoid,
sphalerite, and galena

Fine- to medium-grained light- todark-gray dolomite
Bedding planes can be recognized locally
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
