In Bal-
uchistan, includes the Nisai Group* of Eocene
age; in the Sulaiman Range and Waziristan,
includes the Kirthar Formation and the
Ghazij Shale, both of Eocene age, and the
Dunghan Formation of Paleocene age; in the
Salt and Surghar Ranges, includes the Na-
mal and Sakesar Formations of Eocene age

In the Sulaiman Range
and Waziristan, includes the Pab Sandstone,
Mughal Kot Formation, Parh Limestone, and
Sembar Formation, all of Cretaceous age; the
Sulaiman Limestone Group of Jurassic age;
and the Alozai Group* of probable Triassic age.
In the Khisor, Surghar, and Salt Ranges, in-
cludes the Chichali Formation of Cretaceous
age; the Samana Suk Limestone and Datta
