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SELECTED HYDROLOGIC DATA, CHESTER COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA

INTRODUCTION 

This report presents selected hydrologic data collected during a study 
of the ground-water resources of Chester County, Pennsylvania. The study 
was made during 1973-76 by the U. S. Geological Survey in cooperation with 
the Chester County Water Resources Authority. This report is intended to 
make the data conveniently available and to supplement an interpretive 
report that will be published separately. 

The cooperation of the residents of Chester County and of local, county, 
state, and federal officials is gratefully acknowledged. The authors are 
particularly indebted to well and spring owners, to the Pennsylvania Geo-
logical Survey, and to well drillers who furnished essential information. 

This report has not been edited for conformity with U. S. Geological 
Survey stratigraphic nomenclature. 

Hydrographs of the observation wells measured for this study are shown 
in figures 1 and 2. In addition, other water-level measurements have been 
published by the U. S. Geological Survey in the water-supply papers listed 
below:

Records of wells (table 1) are listed first by township or municipality 
and secondly by well number. Locations within the township or municipality 
can be found by reference to the well-location map (plate 1). Data in 
other tables are listed by well or spring number. 

UNITS AND TERMS 

The results of chemical analyses and water temperatures are given in 
metric units. Other tabular data are in English units. Conversion factors 
for the units and definitions of terms that may be unfamiliar are provided 
below. 

Chemical concentrations are given in milligrams per litre (mg/1, MG/L) 
or in micrograms per litre (ug/l, UG/L). One thousand micrograms per litre 
is equivalent to one milligram per litre. For concentrations less than 
7,000 milligrams per litre, the values are numerically the same as parts 
per million. 

Water temperature is given in degrees Celsius (°C), which can be 
converted to degrees Fahrenheit (°F) by use of the equation: °F= 1.8(°C)+32 
(For example, 50°F = 1.8(10°C) + 32). Temperatures are reported to the 
nearest 0.5°C. 

Specific conductance is a measure of the ability of water to conduct 
electricity and is expressed in micromhos per centimeter at 25°C. 

Field measurements of hardness are in grains per gallon, which mAy be 
converted to milligrams per litre by multiplying by 17.1.

Specific capacity relates well yield to drawdown and is given in 
gallons per minute per foot of drawdown. Specific capacity values may 
be converted to litres per second per metre by multiplying by 0.207.
