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PREFACE

that document hydrologic data gathered from the U.S. Geological Survey's surface- and ground-water 
data-collection networks in each State, Puerto Rico, and the Trust Territories. These records of 
streamflow, ground-water levels, and quality of water provide the hydrologic information needed by 
state, local, and federal agencies, and the private sector for developing and managing our 
Nation's land and water resources. Hydrologic data for Florida are contained in four volumes.

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INTRODUCTION 

The Water Resources Division of the U.S. Geological Survey, in cooperation with State, County, 
and other Federal agencies, obtains a large amount of data pertaining to the water resources of 
Florida each water year. These data, accumulated during many water years, constitute a valuable 
data base for developing an improved understanding of the water resources of the state. To make 
these data readily available to interested parties outside the Geological Surveys, the data are 
published annually in this report series entitled "Water Resources Data - Florida, Volume 2A: 
South Florida Surface Water and Volume 2B: South Florida Ground Water." 

This report series includes records of stage, discharge, ground-water levels, and water quality 
of streams, and stage, contents, and water quality of lakes, and ground-water wells. The data for 
south Florida include continuous or daily discharge for 75 streams, continuous or daily stage for 
121 streams (includes stage published at discharge and stage only sites), continuous elevations 
for 1 lake; continuous ground-water levels for 209 wells, periodic ground-water levels for 214 
wells; quality-of-water data for 25 surface-water sites and 132 wells. 

This series of annual reports for Florida began with the 1961 water year with a report that 
contained only data relating to the quantities of surface water. For the 1964 water year, a similar 
report was introduced that contained only data relating to water quality. Beginning with the 1975 
water year, the report format was changed to present, in one volume, data on quantities of surface 
water, quality of surface and ground water, and ground- water levels. 

Prior to introduction of this series and for several water years concurrent with it, 
water-resources data for Florida were published in U.S. Geological Survey Water-Supply Papers. 
Data on stream discharge and stage and on lake or reservoir contents and stage, through September 
1960, were published annually under the title "Surface-Water Supply of the United States." For the 
1961 through 1970 water years, the data were published in two 5-year reports. Data on chemical 
quality, temperature, and suspended sediment for the 1941 through 1970 water years were published 
annually under the title "Quality of Surface Waters of the United States," and water levels for the 
1935 through 1974 water years were published under the title "Ground-Water Levels in the United 
States." The above mentioned Water-Supply Papers may be consulted in the libraries of the 
principal cities of the United States and may be purchased from Distribution Branch, Text Products 
Section, U.S. Geological Survey, Books and Open-File Reports, Federal Center, Building 41, Box 
25425, Denver, CO 80225. 

Publications similar to this report are published annually by the Geological Survey for all 
States. These official Survey reports have an identification number consisting of the two-letter 
State abbreviation, the last two digits of the water year, and the volume number. For example, this 
volume is identified as "U.S. Geological Survey Water-Data Report FL-xx-2B", where xx represents 
the current water year. For archiving and general distribution, the reports for 1971-74 water 
years also are identified as water-data reports. These water-data reports are for sale in paper 
copy or in microfiche by the National Technical Information Service, U.S. Department of Commerce, 
Springfield, VA 22161.

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SUMMARY OF HYDROLOGIC CONDITIONS 

This section summarizes important hydrologic events that occurred during the 2000 water year (Oc-

tober 1, 1999 through September 2000) as well as significant natural and water-management responses to 

these events. Figure 2 provides a frame of reference for some of the major land areas of hydrologic 

significance mentioned in the summary.

Ground-Water Monitoring Network 

During the 2000 water year (October 1, 1999 to September 30, 2000), the Miami Subdistrict 
monitored 496 wells in southern Florida to assess regional ground-water conditions. The wells 
penetrate the Biscayne aquifer in Miami-Dade and Broward Counties (218 wells) and the surficial 
aquifer system in Palm Beach, St. Lucie, and Martin Counties (57 wells). In southwestern Florida, 
the principal aquifers are, the surficial aquifer system (water-table aquifer) (72 wells), lower 
Tamiami aquifer (41 wells), sandstone aquifer (38 wells), mid-Hawthorn aquifer (39 wells), lower 
Hawthorn aquifer (or the lower Hawthorn producing zone) (24 wells), and the Floridan aquifer 
system (7 wells). Stratigraphic units included in these aquifers are shown in figures 3 and 4. In 
Miami-Dade and Broward Counties, the Biscayne aquifer is the upper part of the surficial aquifer 
system, and mainly consists of the Miami Limestone (not shown in figs. 3 and 4 because it is not 
present in those locations) and Fort Thompson Formation. In addition to the ground-water data 
collected by the U. S. Geological Survey, data from the South Florida Water Management District was 
used to provide background for this discussion of the Summary of Hydrologic Conditions. 

DATA FROM SELECTED WELLS 

The most extensive data are provided by 219 monitoring wells equipped with data recorders that 
measure hourly water levels. The daily maximum water-level elevations presented in this report are 
derived using these hourly measurements. Data from seven recorder-equipped wells are included in 
this section to depict ground-water conditions for the 2000 water year. 

Two plots are shown for each of the seven selected stations (figs. 5-11). The first plot 
compares the maximum daily water levels for the 2000 water year to the normal monthly mean for each 
month and to the highest and lowest daily maximum water levels recorded for the period of record. 
This plot also shows lines representing one standard deviation above and below the normal monthly 
mean. For those wells that are not affected by any trend, the plot provides a means of comparing 
water levels in the 2000 water year to historical water levels. 

The second plot shows the annual mean of maximum daily water levels and results from the 
Seasonal Kendall Trend Test (SKTT), both of which depict long-term trends. The SKTT is a 
non-parametric test for a monotonic trend in data values. Two of the results of this test are the 
p-value and the Seasonal Kendall Slope Estimator (SKSE). The p-value indicates whether or not any 
trend determined by the SKTT is statistically significant. The null hypothesis for this test 
assumes that the random variable (water level) has not changed over time. The test makes pairwise 
comparisons of data values from the same seasons to eliminate seasonal variability. If this null 
hypothesis is disproven (p-values less than 0.05) using the SKTT, then there is a statistically 
significant trend in the data. The SKSE is the upward or downward slope of a line representing the 
trend. The SKSE is expressed as a change in feet per year. The SKTT was performed using monthly 
mean values. 

Both the comparison plot for the current year and the plot showing long term trends can be 
affected by missing record. Almost all of the stations shown have been affected at one time or 
another by this problem. As funding for stations has fluctuated, monitoring at some of the wells 
has been dropped and later resumed. Also, some stations have experienced mechanical problems with 
the float system or water-level recorder. One example is station L-2434. This station is the only 
recorder-equipped monitoring station in the lower Hawthorn aquifer. Because water levels at this 
station fluctuate so rapidly and extensively, the mechanical systems that were used to monitor the 
well frequently slipped or tangled, and the resulting erroneous data had to be deleted. 

The amount of missing record from this and several other stations is expected to decrease 
because the mechanical systems in these wells are being replaced with pressure transducers. For 
example this is one of the first years that station L-2434 has had complete record. This is the 
result of the pressure transducer that has been added. Pressure transducers have also recently 
been installed at stations L-729 and L-1993. 
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SUMMARY OF HYDROLOGIC CONDITIONS (continued) 

For the analyses performed, no correction was applied for missing record. For wells like 
L-2434, it would be impossible to perform a statistical analysis if all the data from partial 
months or years were removed. Yet it is very clear that there is a significant trend in the 
remaining data from this well, and that trend must be considered to help understand why the current 
year's data is far below the long term mean. 

Because the data from these index wells is not always complete, the lines connecting annual 
means are dashed for those periods where one or more month is missing more than 15 days. The SKSE 
provided for these trends should also be considered approximate. The word 'approximately' is used 
to show this uncertainty for those stations that have significant missing record. 

Relations shown for the selected wells can only indicate what is occurring in the aquifer near 
each well. For a detailed assessment of hydrologic conditions throughout the aquifer, similar 
statistical evaluations would need to be accomplished using many more wells. The seven wells used 
for this summary were selected to show some of the relations that can be observed at specific 
locations in south Florida.

Heavy rainfall associated with Hurricane Irene contributed to above average rainfall 
conditions in October 1999. Heaviest rainfall from this storm was predominately focused along the 
east coast and is reflected in the plots of wells S-196A and PB-561 (figs. 5 and 6; Biscayne and 
upper east coast surficial aquifer system, respectively). Water levels of both wells increased 
sharply and exceeded one standard deviation above the normal monthly mean from the effects of the 
storm. In PB-561, a new record high daily maximum of 18.08 feet NGVD was recorded on October 16, 
1999. 

Compared to water level patterns in east coast wells, water level in west coast wells did not 
show a similar response during Hurricane Irene, except for C-496 (fig 7; lower west coast 
water-table aquifer). The magnitude of the response in C-496, however, was substantially less than 
that observed in the east coast wells. Water levels in C-496 had exceeded one standard deviation 
above the normal monthly mean prior to the storm and remained above that point until late December 
or early January as the dry season (generally from November to May) caused gradual declines in 
water levels. Water levels in C-492 (fig. 8; Tamiami aquifer) during October and November also 
intermittently exceeded one standard deviation above the normal monthly mean. 

The dry season began after Hurricane Irene with below average rainfall conditions. The below 
average conditions were prevalent on both coasts for much of the dry season that lasted from 
November 1999 to May or June 2000. The plot of S-196A shows that water levels rose slightly in late 
November and reached levels above one standard deviation before beginning a gradual decline. The 
water levels declined from December until March, but remained above the normal monthly mean. Water 
levels in PB-561, however, fell more sharply during November, but increased slightly in late 
December and early January before declining gradually until March. Water levels remained below the 
normal monthly mean during this time, but stayed between the upper and lower one standard deviation 
boundaries. Water levels in both wells increased suddenly during May or April, but returned to a 
downward trend until the wet season began in June. 

Water-levels in the west coast wells generally declined during the dry season at a rapid rate. 
This may have been caused by the unusually dry conditions along the west coast. The greatest amount 
of decline is shown in the plots of L-729, L-1993, and L-2434 (figs. 9 to 11; sandstone aquifer, 
mid-Hawthorn aquifer, and lower Hawthorn producing zone). Water levels in L-1993 showed a steady 
downward trend from November until the beginning of the wet season (generally from June to 
October). In L-729, water levels also showed a steady downward trend, but from early March to June 
the trend levels off. A new record minimum of 4.35 feet NGVD was recorded in L-729 on March 10, 
2000, whereas in L-1993 a new record minimum of -0.46 feet NGVD was recorded on June 5, 2000. 

Water levels in L-2434, generally declined at a slower rate from October 1999 to late January 
2000 before falling sharply until late March or April. From April to May, water levels increased 
before leveling off until June. A new record minimum of -29.83 feet NGVD was recorded in this well 
on May 12, 2000. 

Water levels in C-492 showed a consistent decrease from October 1999 to June 2000 and remained 
below one standard deviation from late February to June. Water levels in C-496 also declined; 
however, the rate of decline from October to May was less then that shown in C-492. From March to 
May, water levels fell quickly to elevations below the normal mean. During March, water levels were 
below one standard deviation and remained there until September. 

With increased rainfall at the beginning of the wet season in June, water levels in most east 
and west coast wells showed a substantial increase. However, only water levels in S-196A recovered 
sufficiently enough to maintain levels above the normal monthly mean during the last four months of 
the water year. Water levels in PB-561 also increased slightly from June to August, but began to 
fall again during August. Water levels increased sharply in C-492, L-729, and L-1993 during June 
and continued to increase at a slower rate until the end of the water year. Of these three wells, 
only water levels in C-492 rose above the lower standard deviation boundary. Water levels in C-496 
and L-2434 began to decline again after the increase at the beginning of the wet season in June. In 
L-2434, the water levels continued to decrease to the end of the water year, but those in C-496 
increased sharply in September.

LONG-TERM TRENDS 

Before current ground-water conditions can be reasonably evaluated, long-term trends must be 
determined. The plots of water levels and means and the SKTT results (figs. 5-11) show that most of 
the selected wells have long-term trends in water levels. The only well that shows no trend is in 
the Tamiami aquifer (fig. 8; C-492). 

The wells selected from the Biscayne aquifer in the lower east coast area (fig. 5, S-196A), 
surficial aquifer system in the upper east coast area (fig. 6; PB-561) and surficial aquifer system 
(water table well) of the lower west coast area in southwestern Florida (fig. 7; C-496) showed 
slight (about 0.03 foot per year) trends toward increased water levels since water year 1974. 

The wells selected from the sandstone aquifer (L-729), mid-Hawthorn aquifer (L-1993), and lower 
Hawthorn producing zone (L-2434) in southwestern Florida each showed strong trends toward 
decreased water levels during the 1974 to 2000 water years. Well L-729 showed a 0.26 foot per year 
downward trend for this period (fig. 9). Well L-1993 showed a 0.56 foot per year decrease that 
amounts to a lowering of water levels by 19.87 feet from the 1976 to 2000 water year (fig. 10). 
Well L-2434 indicated an overall downward trend of 1.00 foot per year, representing a 20.11 foot 
decrease from the 1981 to 2000 water year (fig. 11). 

Because of the combined effect of substantial long-term downward trend of water levels and 
decreased rainfall conditions, record lowest maximum daily water-level elevations were recorded in 
L-729, L-1993, and L-2434 during the peak of the dry season of the 2000 water year. The downward 
trend in these three wells is also responsible for recent water levels that on average are below 
the normal monthly means shown in the plots (figs. 9-11) for 2000 water year data. These means 
include data during time periods when water levels were much higher. This effect is very obvious in 
the plot of the 2000 water year data for well L-1993 (fig. 10). Therefore, comparison of recent and 
historical water-level fluctuations must be made with a full understanding of long-term 
water-level trends.

SPECIAL NETWORKS AND PROGRAMS 

IlVdroloaic Benchmark Network is a network of 50 sites in small drainage basins around the 
country whose purpose is to provide consistent data on the streamflow from representative 
undeveloped watersheds nationwide, and to provide analyses on a continuing basis to compare and 
contrast conditions observed in basins more obviously affected by human activities. At 10 of these 
sites, water-quality information is being gathered on major ions and nutrients, primarily to 
assess the affects of acid deposition on stream chemistry. Additional information on the 
Hydrologic Benchmark Program can be found at http://water.usgs.gov/hbn/. 

National Stream-duality Accounting Network (NASQAN) monitors the water quality of large 
rivers within the Nation's largest river basins. From 1995 through 1999, a network of 
approximately 40 stations were operated in the Mississippi, Columbia, Colorado, and Rio Grande. 
From 2000 through 2004, sampling was reduced to a few index stations on the Colorado and Columbia 
so that a network of 5 stations could be implemented on the Yukon River. Samples are collected with 
sufficient frequency that the flux of a wide range of constituents can be estimated. The objective 
of NASQAN is to characterize the water quality of these large rivers by measuring concentration and 
mass transport of a wide range of dissolved and suspended constituents, including nutrients, major 
ions, dissolved and sediment-bound heavy metals, common pesticides, and inorganic and organic 
forms of carbon. This information will be used (1) to describe the long-term trends and changes in 
concentration and transport of these constituents; (2) to test findings of the National 
Water-Quality Assessment Program (NAWQA); (3) to characterize processes unique to large-river 
systems such as storage and re-mobilization of sediments and associated contaminants; and (4) to 
refine existing estimates of off-continent transport of water, sediment, and chemicals for 
assessing human effects on the world's oceans and for determining global cycles of carbon, 
nutrients, and other chemicals. Additional information about the NASQAN Program can be found at at 
http://water.usgs.gov/nascian/. 

The National Atmospheric Deposition Program/National Trends Network (NADP/NTN) provides 
continuous measurement and assessment of the chemical constituents in precipitation throughout the 
United States. As the lead federal agency, the USGS works together with over 100 organizations to 
provide a long-term, spatial and temporal record of atmospheric deposition generated from a 
network of 225 precipitation chemistry monitoring sites. This long-term, nationally consistent 
monitoring program, coupled with ecosystem research, provides critical information toward a 
national scorecard to evaluate the effectiveness of ongoing and future regulations intended to 
reduce atmospheric emissions and subsequent impacts to the Nation's land and water resources.

The National Water-duality Assessment (NAWOA) Proargm of the U.S. Geological Survey is a 
long-term program with goals to describe the status and trends of water-quality conditions for a 
large, representative part of the Nation's ground- and surface-water resources; provide an 
improved understanding of the primary natural and human factors affecting these observed 
conditions and trends; and provide information that supports development and evaluation of 
management, regulatory, and monitoring decisions by other agencies. 

Assessment activities are being conducted in 59 study units (major watersheds and aquifer 
systems) that represent a wide range of environmental settings nationwide and that account for a 
large percentage of the Nation's water use. A wide array of chemical constituents will be measured 
in ground water, surface water, streambed sediments, and fish tissues. The coordinated application 
of comparative hydrologic studies at a wide range of spatial and temporal scales will provide 
information for decision making by water-resources managers and a foundation for aggregation and 
comparison of findings to address water-quality issues of regional and national interest. 

Communication and coordination between USGS personnel and other local, state, and federal 
interests are critical components of the NAWQA Program. Each study unit has a local liaison 
committee consisting of representatives from key federal, State, and local water resources 
agencies, Indian nations, and universities in the study unit. Liaison committees typically meet 
semiannually to discuss their information needs, monitoring plans and progress, desired 
information products, and opportunities to collaborate efforts among the agencies. Additional
