INTRCDUGTION

Significance of records of water level and artesian pressure

The rock formations of the earth are great natural underground reser-
voirs in which a part of the water derived from rain and snow is stored to
supply wells and springs and to maintain the flow of streams during periods
of fair weather. Water lavels in wells register the stages of these natural
reservolirs; they show the extent to which water supplies are depleted by
drought or by heavy pumping, whether for public waterworks, irrigation, or
industrial uses, and the extent to which they are replenished in seasons
of abundant rainfall or melting snow. The changes in pressure recorded on
flowing wells indicate depletion or replenishment of the artesian reser-
voirs. N

Annual publication of records by Geological Survey

The regular publication of records of water level and artesian pressure
in the United States was begun by the Geologlcal Survey in 1935 and has
continued yearly since. The records for the entire country were published
in a single volume each year through 1939. Beginning with 1940 the records
have been published in six volumes, covering the northeastern, southeastern,
north-central, south-central, northwestern, and southwestern sectlons of
the country. Hawaii is included in the southwestern section. (See fig. 1.)
The following table gives the numbers of these reports. This serles of
water-supply papers is in a sense an inventory, year by year, of the

ground-water supplles of such parts of the country as have been covered.

Scope of present volume

The present volume covers the southeastern States and glves records
of water level and arteslan pressure in about 1,025 observation wells of
the Geologlcal Survey and cooperating agencles in Alabama, Florilda, Georgla,
Kentucky, Maryland, Misslssippi, North Carolina, Tennessee,
Virginia, and West Virginia. Of these wells, 90 are equipped with auto-
matlc water-stage recorders. For some welld not previously reported com-
plete records of water level are gilven in thls volume, Including those of
the years before 1944, For wells whose previous records have been publlished
this volume gives only the current records. If a complete description of a
well has been published in a previous report, only the well number or the
well number and a brief ldentifying description are given in this report.
The numbers in parentheses immediately following a wéll number are those of
the water-supply papers in which earlier records of that well are given
and the pages on which they appear. An asterisk indicates that a descrip-
tion of the well is given in the paper whose number is so marked. ‘2his
report includes about 24,000 individual determinations of water level
and artesiesn pressure.

Land-surface datum

Before 1943, in Geological Survey reports, the water levels and artesian
pressures for some wells were given in feet above or below the measuring
points and for other wells in feet above or below sea level or above or
below various assumed datum planes. It had been considered inadvisable to
adopt a standard procedure in expressing water levels and artesian heads

until after a period of trial with datum planes of different kinds.
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In 1943, however, it was decided that uniform practice should be adopted.
Accordingly precise datum planes were established approximating the land
surface at each well. The water levels and artesian heads for all wells

listed in this report are given in reference to land-surface datum planes.

If the water levels or artesian heads are referred to land-surface datum

for the first time, a conversion factor is g&ven in the descriptive matter.

preceding them in order to facilitate comparison of the older and newer
records., Wherever the conversion factor is given in earlier reports it is
not repeated In this report. New data as to the positions of the measuring
point and of the bench marks, in feet above or below land-surface datum
plane, will be published in succeeding annual reports.

Network of key observation wells

During 1942 the Geological Survey established a network of key obser-

vation wells in order to make avallable current information on general
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ground-water conditions over the country. These wells were selected be-
cause the fluctuations of water level in them are believed to be typilecal,
and they represent the general fluctuations that occur in the parts of the
country in which the wells are situated. At the end of 1944 the network
included about 160 wells in 45 States. About 40‘of the wells were es-
tablished expressly for the network in 1942‘and about 20 were established
in 1943; the other 100 were selected from wells measured regulafly in con-
nection with cooperative ground-water investigations. The covefage of the
country is still far from adequate, and it 1s expected that some wells not
now included will be added to the network from time to time.

Changes in ground-water level in 1944 in the southeastern part of the
United States ‘

In 1944 the precipitation in 9 of the 10 States in the southeastern
section of the country was above normal and the water levels in meny wells
of the sectlion rose. In Kentucky, however, it was below normal.“ The
fluctuationse of both water level and artesian pressure in wells depend,
however, on meny factors besides the amount of precipitation. In certain
of the observation wells there are fluctuations caused by differences in
the rate of pumping or artesian flow from other wells in the area, but
most of the observation wells are not noticeably affected by pumping or
artesian flow. A summary of the changes in ground-water level is given in
“the chapter for each State.
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ALABAMA

PROGRAM OF WORK

The comprehensive investigation of the ground-water resources of
Alabama in cooperation with the Géological Survey of Alabama was resumed
in 1940. An investigation of the ground-water resources of the area of
outcrop of the Cretaceous formatiéns, which lie along the 1nner margln of
the Coastal Plain, has been compléted and ground-water work is now in
progress in the outcrop area of the Tertiary formations, 1n the southern
quarter of the State.

During 1944 water-level records were obtalned on three observation .
wells, situated respectively in Chllton, Greene, and Jackson Countiles.
The observation well in Jackson County, located in Scottsboro, in the
northeast corner of Alabama, was added on October 25, 1943. On March 25,
1944, a Stevens weekly water-stage recorder was Installed at the Scotts-
boro well, and a continuous record of the water.level was obtained until
August 3, 1944. Due to low water levels, however, it was the; decided to
remove the recorder and to m;ke weekly measurements. .

Weekly meagsurements were continued on well US 72, near Eutaw, in
Greene County, and a Stevens water-stage recorder was meintained on US 71,
at Clanton, in Chilton County. Indlvidual measurements in the State
during the year reached a total of 116. ’ '

FLUCTUATIONS OF WATER LEVEL

The Eutaw and Clanton observatlon wells are in the part of Alabama
designated by the United States Weather Bureau as ‘the middle divisioen.
The precipitation recorded 1n this area was slightly below normal for
January, but during February, March, and April an accumulative precipl-
tation of 13.23 inches above normal occurred. May, June, and July aver-
aged 1.1 inches below normal, and December 2.25 inches below normal. ‘
Following 1s a discusslion of the fluctuatlions 1n each of these two wells,
which show the effect of the variatlons in precipitation.

On April 24 the water level in Chilton County well 10, af Clanton,

rose to 16.98 feet below the land-surface datum, or 0.23 foot above its

highest previous stage durlng the 4-year perlod of record. A steady
decline of the water table took place throughout the entire summer. There
was only slight recharge caused by rains in July and August. On November
20 the water level in well 10 was 23.26 feet belaw the land~surface datuﬁ,
which was the lowest level recorded for the year and also 1.57 feet lower
than the lowest previous stage on record. The lowest level previously
recorded for this well was 21.69 feet on November 3, 1943.

The measurement made 1n Greene County well 6 on March 24 showgd a
water level of 15.21 feet below the land-surface datum, or 1.22 feet above
the previous record high of 16.43 feet 'in April 1943. The low for this
well for the year was reached at the end of November 1944, when 1ts water
level stood at 26.21 feet below the land-surface datum. This was 1.85
feet higher than the record low of 27.65 feet at the end of December 1943.

Scottsboro well -J28 1s located in the northern division, as desig-
nated by the United States Weather Bureau., The precipitation during
January, February, and March was 10.04 inches above normal. This condi-
tion caused the water to rise to a level only 1.55 feet below the land-
surface datum on March 1, 1944. During April, May, and June the water
level declined rapidly until the well went dry in July. In the Scottsboro
area, 4.99 inches of rainfall was recorded for September causing the water
level to rise above the bottom of the well and to reach a stage 11.24 feet
below the land-surface datum. However, the well again w?pb dry in
October. The winter recharge period started in November and the water
level rose sharply and reached a stage 2.21 feet below the land-surfgce
datum on December 1, 1944.

From the foregoing it will be seen that in 1944 the water level in
Clanton well 10 established both a new high and a new low for the 4-year
period of its obéervation; the Greene County well recorded a new high in
April but, owing to an earlier winter recharge period, its water level
lacked 1.85 feet of dropping to the record low established in December of
194%; while the Scottsboro well, owing to a period of subnormal summer
rainfall, was dry during three of the summer and fall months.

FLORIDA

PROGRAM OF WORK

The observation-well program in Florlda was contlnued 1n 1944 in
cooperation with the Florida Geologlcal Survey and several countles and
citlies of the State, Thé program 1s part of a cooperative lnvestigation
of the ground-water resources of Florida, which was begun in some parts
of the State as éarly as 1830, The intensive 1nvestigation in southeastern
Florida, which was begun in 1939, 1s in cooperation wlth Dade County and
the cities of Miax'ni, Miaml Beach, and Coral Gables. At the end of 1944,
384 wells In 82 countles were Included in the program. Of these wells 25
were equlipped with automatic water-stage recorders. Individual measure-

ments of water level made during the year reached a total of 4,400,

FLUCTUATIONS OF WATER LEVEL

Heavy withdrawal in northeastern Florida has lowered the arteslan
pressures extensively (see Water-Supply Paper 907, p: 12), but since early
in 1940 no further decline of pressures has been detected. Any further
decline 1s expected to occur only with increases in withdrawal, During
the period June 27 to July 7, 1944, the pumpage of Rayonler, Incorporated,
a large rayon mill at Fernandilna, Nassau County, was decreased from 28
million gallons a day to about one million. As a result, the arteslan
pressure in Nasssu County well 44, at Yulee, 8,5 miles from the center of
the withdrawal, rose about 2 feet, The effects of the decrease in with-
drawal on the water levels in other wells in the vieinity of Fernandina
are reflected In the water levels in the report for N’assau County.

Water levels in central and southern Escambla County rose generally
during 1944, The preclplitation was 78,08 inches or 20,05 inches above
normal at Pensacola. In 1943 the precipltation was 16,96 1nch-es below
normal and, in consequence, the water levels in the central and southern

parts of the county declined. In the vicinity of Bayou Chico, at Pensacola,
- 9
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water levels are generally below sea level owing to pumpage, end salt-
water encroachment has occurred locally tc a slight extent. Since 1944
no progresslve decline of water levels in the vicinity of Bayou Chico
has occurred.

Weekly measurements of artesian pressure in Marion County well 5 were
continued &uring 1944 by the district office of the Federal Geological
Survey at Ocala. The pressure in this well continued below normal during
the entire year as 1t had during every month except January and February
in 1943, The precipitation at the Ocala Airport in 1944 was 47,01 inches,
or ;.16 inches below normal, as compared with 47,89 inches in 1943,

The records cf water levels in Sarascta County wells 5 and © and
Manatee County well 92 are cbtained through the courtesy of J, C. Kimmel,
of the Palmer Corporation, Sarascta. The water levels in these wells are
not influenced directly by local rainfall, but often rise’aftor periods
of rainfall owlng to decreases in the withdrawal of water for irrligating
truck farms (see Water-Supply Paper 945, pp. 11-12). The water-stage
recorder which is Installed on Sarasota County well 5 was not in operation
at any time during 1944, but weekly measurements of water levels, made by
Nr, Kimmel, are listed in the table that follows for Sarasota County.

The water level in Orange County well 4"7 fluctuates in response to
local rainfall which provides recharge to the water~bearing formations
through drainage wells and sinkholes (see Water-Supply Paper 987), The
water level 1n this well continued low during 1944, The precipitation at
Lake Hiawassa, near well 47, -was 44,19 Iinches in 1944 as compared with
47.79 inches in 1943, The precipitation in both years was doubtless below
normal, but the normal for this station 1s not given by the U, S. Weather
Bureau owing to.the short length of record. .

Water levels in Florida south of Orange County were excep;ionany
low during the greater part of 1944; and in Dade, Broward, and Palm Beach
Countles the levels were comparatively lower than elsewhere in the area.
These low water levels resulted from drought conditions that began in 1943
and continued through 1944 over the greater part of southern Florlda., At
Miami the total precipitﬁtion for 1944 was 28.66 lnches which left a de-
ficiency of 20.19 inches; at Hypoluxo, near Lake Worth in Palm Beach County,
the precipltation was 34,70 ‘1nches with a deflciency of 24,74 inches; at
Fort Myers, in Lee County, 34.17 inches of rain.fell leaving a defiéiency

of 18.22 inches; while at Fort Plerce, in 8t, Lucie County, the rainfall
was almost normal with 48,34 inches recorded, thus leaving a deficiency
of only 1.45 inches. '

Due to the war-swollen population with its increased demand for water
and owing to the dry weather which induced a large increase 1n water used
for irrigation, certain areas experlenced acute water shortages, notably
Fort Myers and Fort Plerce.

At Fort Myers the situation was alleviated by supplementing the shallow-
well supply with mineralized water from two deep artesian wells. Except
during January and February the water level in the Fort Myers well fleld,
as measured in well L 82, was slightly below sea level the entire year;
much of the time the cone of depression surrounding the well field reached
the Caloosahatchee River which carries saline water at that point,

At Fort Plerce the principal supply is derived from the "Savannah",

a Plelstocene lagoon now occupied by a fresh-water marsh with peaty or

mucky solls. It 1s a shallow surface-water reservoir deriving 1ts supply
from direct rainfall and from seepage of ground water from adjacent higm;z'
lands, principally to the west., The savannah supply 1s augmented by ground
water pumped from six nonflowing screened artesian wells. The increased
demand was more than the savannah could supply even though rainfall was

almost normal, and the wells became the prino'ipal source. Thls resulted in
water levels in the well fleld falling to about 40 feet below sea level.

Long contlinued pumping with water levels so low would probably result in salt-

water encroachment from nearby Indian River, & modern-day salt-water lagoon.
