INTRODUCTION
By A. N. Sayre and others

Significance of records of water level and arteslan pressure

The rock formations of the earth are great natural reservoirs in which
a part of the water derived from rain and snow is stored to supply wells
and springs and to maintain the flow of streams during periods of fair
weather. Water levels in wells register the stages ¢f these natural reser-
voirs; they show the extent to which water supplies are depleted by drought
or by heavy pumping, whether for public waterworks, irrigation, or indus-
trial uses, and the extent to which they are replenished in seasons of
abundant rainfall.or melting snow. The changes in pressure recorded on
flowing wells indicate depletion or replenishment of the artesian‘reservoirs.

Annual publication of records by Geological Survey

The regular publication of records of water level and artesian pres-
sure in the United States was begun by the Geological Survey in 1935 and
has continued yearly since. ¢The records for the entire country were pub-
lished in a single volume each year through 1939. Beginning with 1940 the
records have been published in six volumes, covering ;he northeastern,
southeastern, north-central, south-central, northwestern, and southwestern
sections of the pountry. Hawaii is included in the southwestern section.
(See fig. 1.) The following table gives the numbers of these reports.
This series of water-supply pepers is in a sense an inventory, year by
year, of the ground-water supplies of such parts of the country as have

been covered.

Scope of present volume

The present volume covers the northwestern States and gives records
of water level and artesian pressure in about 1,475 observation wells of
the Geological - Survey and cooperating agencies in Colorado, Idaho, Oregon,
Utah, Washington, and Wyoming. Of these wells, 38 are equipped with auto-
matic water-stage recorders. For some wells not previously reported com-
plete records of water level are given in this volume, including those of
the years before 1945. For wells whose previous records have been published
this volume gives only the current records. If a comple te description of
e well has been published in a previous report, only the well number or the
well number and a brief identifying description are given in this report.
'The numbers in parentheses immediately following a well number are those of
‘the water-supply papers in which earlier records of that well are given
and the pages on which they appear. An asterisk indicates that a descrip-
tion of the well is given in the paper whose nember is so marked. This
report includes about 13,900 individual determinations of water level and
artesian pressure.

Land-surface datum

. Before 1943, in Geological Survey reports, the water levels and arte-
sian pressures for some wells were given in feet above or Balow the measur-
ing points and for other wells in feet above or below sea level or above
or below various assumed datum planes. It had been considered inadvisable
to adopt a standard procedure in expressing water levels and artesian

heads until after a period of trial with datum planes of different kinds.
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In 1943, however, it was decided‘that uniform practice should be adopted.
Accordingly, precise datum planes were established approximating the land
surface at each well. The water levels and artesian heads for all wells

listed in this report are given in reference to land-surface datum planes.
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Figure 1.--Outline map of the Unlted States showing sections of the country
covered by the six water-supply papers on water levels and artesian
pressure in observation wells in 1945.

If the water levels or artesian heads are referred to land-surface datum

for the first time, a comversion factor is given in the descriptive matter

preceding them in order to facilitate comparison of the older and newer ‘

records. Wwherever the conversion factor is given in earlier reports it vis

not rgpeated in this report. New data as to the positions of the measuring
point and of the bench marks, in feet above or below land-surface datum

plane, will be published in succeeding annual reports. A

Network of key observation wells
During 1942 the Geological Survey established a network of key obser-
vation wells in order to make available current information on general
ground-water conditions over the country. These wells were selected be-

cause the fluctuations of water level in them are believed to be typical
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and they represent the general fluctuations that occur in the parts of the
country in which the wells are situated. At the end of 1945 the network
included about 160 wells in 45 States. About 40 of the wells were estab-
lished expressly for the network in 1942 and about 20 were established in
1943; the other 100 were selected from wells measured regularly in cohnec-
tion with cooperative ground-water investigations. "The coverage of the
country is still far from adequate, and 1t 1s expected that some wells not
now included will be added to the network from time to time.

Changes in ground-water level in 1945 in the northwestern part of the
United States

In 1945 the preciplitation in four of the six States in the northwest-
ern section of the country was above normal and the water levels in many
wells in these States rose. In Colorado and Wyoming precipitation was
below normal. The fluctuations of both water level and artesian pressure
in wells depend, however, on many factors besides the amount of precipita-
tion. 1In certain of the observation wells therse are fluctuations caused
by differences in the rate of pumping or artesian flow from other wells in
the area, but most of the observation wells are not noticeably affected by
pumping or artesian flow. A summary of the changes in ground-water level
1s given in the chapter for each State. .

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COLORADO

PROGRAM OF WORK

The observation-well program in Colorado, begun in 1942, was continued
in 1945, In July 1945 a program of cooperative ground-water investigations
in Colorado was begun by the Geological Survey and the Colorado Water
Conservation Board, Detailed ground-water studies were begun during the
year in the Blg Sandy Creek area in parts of Elbert, El Paso, and Lincoln
Counties; in cooperation also with the Bureau of Reclamation; in the sump
area of the San Imis Valley in Alamosa County; and in the Grand Junction
area in Messa County.

During 1945 a report on the ground-water supply of Prospect Valley,
Coloraa.t'lo,l was published.

At the close of 1944 observations were being made by the Geological
Survey in only four wells, and water-level measurements were continued in
these four wells in 1945, Well U.S. 80, in Pueblo County, was observed
monthly by the owner, C. M. Ellsworth., Wells U.s/. 79, in Garfleld County,
U, 8, 79a, in Pitkin County, and U.8., 81, in Arapahoe County, were ohserved
monthly by engineers of the Denver office of the division of surface water
of the Water Resources Branch of the Geological Survey, through the courtesy
of Robert Follansbee, district engineer.

Since 1929, W. E. Code, associate irrigation engineer, Colorado
Agricultural Experiment Station, Colorado A. and M, College, has been
measuring twice yearly the water levels in the large number of irrigation
wells in Colorado, At the suggestion of the writer Mr, Code kindly
agreed to supply for publication in this report the descriptions and water-
level measurements of these wells, From these data the descriptions and

water levels for 190 wells were selected and are given below. Twice=

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yearly measurements, in the spring before most pumping begins and in the
fall after most pumping ceases, were made in 187 of the 190 wells; the
other 3 wells were equipped with automatlic water-stage recorders, Thus,
at the close of 1945 observations were being made in 104 wells. During the
year 1,053 wetted-tape measurements were made, but, including sarlier
years, a total of 6,923 wetted-tape measurements are given below.

The task of preparing the well desoriptions and water-level measurements
for publication was performed by W. R, Smith, The manuscript was typed
and checked by Ida Loulse Schooler,

WELL-NUMBERING SYSTEM

The observation wells have been asslgnhed numbers whieh serve also to
locate them. Colorado 1s subdivided under three prinsipal meridian and
base line systems: (1) the sixth principal meridians (2) the New Mexico
prineipal meridian; and (3) the Ute principal meridian, All of the wells
described lie in the northwest (B) or southwest {C) quadrants of the area
subdivided by 'the sixth principal meridian, whose four gquadrants have *been
assigned the letters A to D lettered in counter-clockwise direction from
the northeast (A) quadrant through the southeast (D) quadrant. The letter
forming the firat segment of the mumber indicatss the quadrant, the second
the township, the third the range, and the fourth the section. The letters
that make up the last segment indicate the position of the well in the
section, the first letter indicating the quarter section, the second, the
40-acre tract within the quarter section, and the third, the l0-acre tract
within the 40-acre tract. The quarters, 40-acre tracts, and 1l0-acre tracts
are lettered from & to d in counter-clockwlse direction. A digit at the
end of a number indicates a particular well of two or more in the same
1l0-acre tract.

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RATHDRUM PRAIRIE AREA

PROGRAM QF WORK

During 1945 water levels were measured in three observation wells on
the Rathdrum Prairie of Kootenai County. This observation-well program
is coordinated with that in the contigueus Spokane Valley of Washington,
for which records are given elsewhere in this volume. A total of 67
measurements of water level was made by tape or float gage in the 3 wells--
at each of 2 wells, 7 measurements were made by tape, and at the third
well the float gage was read about weekly by the owner, Tape measurements
were made by either the Geological Survey or the Washington Water Power
Company.

FLUCTUATIONS OF WATER LEVEL

Precipitation in the northern part of Idaho was about normal for ‘the
water-year ending September 30, 1945, and somewhat sbove that of the
previous year. This apparently is indicated in a net gain in ground-water
storage during the year.

SOUTHERN IDAHO

PROGRAM OF WORK

Water-level measurements were begun in 1942 in one shallow water-table
well in Bonneville County, and in 1943 in a similar well in Bolse County,
for the purpose of obtalning basic data for the Monthly Water Resources
Review, These measurements were continued in 1945.

Water-level measurements have been made annually by personnel of the
ground-water district office, Salt Lake City, Utah, in one shallow well
in Cassla County, incidental to 1nvestigations in northwestern Utah.

The observation-well program in the Malad Valley artesian. basin in
Oneida County was continued in 1945. This program was carried on in 1931~
32, and from 1943 to the present in cooperation with the Idsho State
Bureau of Reclamation. Seasonal measurements of water levels, artesian
pressure, and the flow of wells in Malad Valley were made from two to four
times a year on each of 64 flowing and nonflowing wells, by personnel from
the Utah ground-water district office. Additional information on fluctu-
ation In artesian pressures was obtained from records of one automatic
pressure recorder that was serviced by a local observer, The purpose of
this continued program of investigations was to secure additional data for
determining the safe perennial yield of aquifers and for guiding appropriate

development and exploitation of the water resources of the area.
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FLUCTUATIONS OF WAfER LEVEL

Records of water levels in wells in southern Idaho during 1945 show
that in a few wells there was & small net decline in artesian pressures
and water levels, but in the majority of wells there was a positive net
change from 0,0 foot to 7.79 feet in the water levels in nonflowing wells,
and from 0,50 foot to 6.80 feet in flowing wells., The small general net
rise in water levels and artesian pressures in Oneida County, representing
an increase in underground storage, resulted partly from about 28 percent
sbove-normal precipitation during the year, and a positive departure of
about 29 percent from the total precipitation during the previous year.
Water-level fluctuations in 23 representative obaservation wells in four
counties in southern Idaho during the year are summarized in the following
tables,

The hydrographs of two shallow dug wells in the western and eastern
parts of southern Idaho compare the weekly water-level fluctuations in the
wells with each other, and with the monthly precipitation at nearby weather
stations during a 3-year period. Well 3N41E-6¢cbl 1is at the extreme up-
stream edge of the irrigated area of Snake River Valley, in Bonneville
County. The high water-level periods in this well reflect, in a very
general way, the periods of heavier precipltation, It is believed, how-
ever, that the peak high wéter levels in August of each year reflect the
peak of graund-;ater recharge during the summer irrigation season in Snake

River Valley., Well 7N2E-34cal is on the lower slope of the valley wall
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of a tributary of Payette River Valley, western Boise County, in a non-
irrigated area, The seasonal fluctuation of the water level in this well
is relatively small and bears no apparent close relation to seasonal

variations in precipitation:

WELL-NUMBERING SYSTEM

Public surveys in Idaho have subdivided the land of the State with
reference to the Boise base line and meridian. A system of well numbering
currently in use in Idaho indicates the locations of wells with reference
to this officlal rectangular system of land subdivision. Individual well
numbers are composed of two main parts, separated by a hyphen. The first
part of the number indicates the township and range in which the well is
located., The second part of the number consists of the section number,
followed by two or three lower case letters and an arabic numeral., Be-
ginning with the northeast quarter of a section, the quarter sections are
lettered a, b, ¢, and d in counterclockwise order, as shown in the accom~

ranying diagram, The 40-acre tracts in each quarter section are lettered

in the same manner, Thus well 7N2E-34cal is in the NEfSW: sec. 34,
T, 7 N., R. 2 E., and is the first well numbered in that tract., In areas
of very closely spaced wells, the 40-acre tracts are further subdivided
into 10-acre tracts, lettered in the same manner as the 40-acre tracts.
In such 1nstanges, a third small letter occurs in the second part of the
well number, as 34caal.

In the present report, wells that have not been reported in previous
annual volumes are numbered according to thils system. Wells that have been
previously reported are listed under their old numbers pending revision of

the numbering system for the entire State.
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WELL DESCRIPT'IONS AND WATER-LEVEL MEASUREMENTS
The altitudes of wells in Oneida County were determined in 1931 by .
spirit leveling by personnel from the office of the Idaho State Reclamation
Engineer. The altitudes of other wells were determined by spirit leveling
by personnel of the U, S, Geological Survey. Artesian wells that were
flowing when visited were closed for 10 minutes prior to measurement of the

artesian pressure.

OREGON

SCOPE OF THE WATER-LEVEL PROGRAM
’
The program for measuring water levels in observation wells in Oregon

was continued on an expanded scale during 1945 in cooperation with the
Oregon State Engipeer. Measurements were made in 79 wells, including 21
new wells in the Prineville area, Deschutes subprovince, and 4 wells were
discontinued. Altogether, during the year, 784 measurements of water level
or pressure head were made, not including readings from recorder charts.

At the end of 1945, two float gages, two pressure gages, and one automatic
water-stage recorder were in operation in the State. Also, at one well &
local observer made weekly tape measurements, and at another, the owner
made daily readings of pressure head with a water manometer tube.

A reconnaissance ground-water survey was begun in October 1944 in the
Prineville area, Deschutes subprovince, in cooperation with the Oregon
State Engineer, the initial phase of the program being to periodically
measure the fluctuations of pressure head In wells ¢f the Prineville artesian
bgsin. '

PRECIPITATION

The first of the two following tables shows the average monthly and
seasonal distribution of precipitation at two represeniative stations in
Oregon, in inches and in percentage of the annual precipitation,for 50 years
of record; also, the percentage of the normal precipitation by months
for the water-year 1944-45., The second table shows that over the State as
a whole precipitation was less than average, but in the extrems southerly
part., as indicated by the records for Ashland, Harney Branch Experi;aent
Station, and Klamath Palls, it was slightly above average. Snowfall,
although less than average, occurred late in March and April and resulted
In heavier late spring runoff than would otherwise be expected. Stream
runoff in Oregon was below average sxcept in the southeastern part of the
State as indicated by -the rainfall records for that area. Monthly precipi-
tation was deficient generally throughout the State beginning in October
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and continuing tﬁrough January. In Pebruary, March, and May, rainfall was
above normal throughout the Sf;te, and in April the western part of zhe
State had rain slightly in excess of normal.

Even though slightly below the 50-year average, precipitation during
the 1944-45 water year was decidedly higher than the previous year. This
factor, coupled with the lateness of the precipitation, caused high water
levels in most wells during the period of greatest use and the water year
ended with a slight gain in ground-water storage.

SUMMARY OF WATER-LEVEL FLUGTUATIONS
. In the report/}or 1944 the State of Oregon was divided into 4 provinces
and 12 subprovinces according to elimate, tepography, and the ogeurrence of
ground water, as shown in figure 3 and defined in detall in the 1944 pe-
port. The 7 typical areas in Oregon in which observation wells are main-
tained are located in 6 of the 12 ground-water subprovinces, Water-lgvel
fluctuations in these areas in 1945 are described subsequently, by subprove
inces in succession from the west and north.
Willamette Valley subprovince

Rounds of water-level measurements in June and again in late September
were made In seven counties in the Willamette Valley. 1In one well at
Portland (U.8. 107), 10 measurements were made during the year in ccnneg-
tion with the Natlon-wide monthly Water Resources Review, In one well at
Junction City, 52 tape measurements were made by the loeal observer,

J. Fay Miller. Altogether, 87 meaauremenés of water level were made in 18
wells in the Willemette Valley during the year and 2 wells Qere dilseontin..
ued.

In 11 wells in the Willamette Valley for which comparable measurements
are available; the late September water levels were, on the average, about
0.4 foot higher than on the early October round in 1944, In the observation
well at Junctlon City, Lane County, and in the one well at Portland for
which December-end levels are avallable, the recharge due to heavy precipi~
tation in November and December resulted in high year-end stages.

In a following section of this report, records of water levels In
observation wells of the Willamette Valley subprovince are liated by
counties in alphabetical sequence, under Benton, Lane, Linn, Marioen,

Multnomah, and Yamhill Countiles.
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Dedchutes River subprovingé

In 1944 & program was begun in ceoperation with the Oreégon State
Engineer to measure thé fluctustions of preaaui-o head in the artesian
wells of the Prineville area. -The Prineville area includes about 40
squars miles along the valley of the Orooked River and tributary streams
from near Prineville downstream about to the town of ¢!Neil. One round of
pressure-hiead measurements in October 1944 and five rounds during 1945
were made by J. W. Robinson. Two altimeter-type pressure gages were in-
stalled in the area in January 1945 to be read by well owners and in June
1945 en automatic water-stage recorder was Installed on well 14/16-32N1
with Ray L. 8chee, district watermaster, ss local observer. In all, 365
measurements of pressure head were made in 21 wells in the area during
1945, in addition to the readings from recorder charts.

During the climatic year ending éeptember 30, 1945, the preclpltation
at Prineville was slightly above normal with a total of 9.19 inches. A
third of this amount fell during the month of May.

Runoff in the Crooked Rlver, controlled 1in large part by snow melt in
the upper dralnage basin, was about 40,000 acre-feet greater than in the
climatic year of 1943-44, when the runoff was very low.

Recharge to the artealan aquifers in the Prineville area probably
occurs principally as seepage loss from the several streams crossing the
area and in part from irrigation loss on the hlgher slopes.of the valley.
Most of the direct precipitation on the area probably 1s retalned in the
8011 gone and utilized by vegetation, except sheet runoff from rapid snow
melt.

In additlion to the fluctuption of pressure head due to the natural
recharge to aﬁd discharge from the arteslan aquifers, the withdrawal for
public supply, industrial, and domestic uses creates an additional fluectu-
ation. This fluctuation 1s greatest and most widespread near the town of
Prinevlille where the heaviest withdrawsis occur, and tends to cause low
artesian pressures during the surmer period of greatest use. In outlying
parts of the area withdrawals from individual wells create local areas of
low pressure during periods of greatest use. Local domestic use usually
creates dally varlations of pressure in individual wells, depending upon

the amount of water used and the capacity of the well. In a few wella of
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low capacity the use of 10 to 15 gallons of water a minute may lower the
pressure head at the well to land surface, but cause no noticeable lower-
ing of head at neighboring wells. The following table shows the average
change in feet of pressure head between rounds of measurements at two

groups of wells in the Prineville area. \

The preceding table indicates that, in the group of 11 wells nearest
Prineville, the fluctuations due to changes in rate of withdrawal ace
greater than the. seasonal changes due to recharge. The record is too
short to indicate the significance of the large over-all rise from Septem-
ber to December 1945. Records for observation wells in the Prineville
area are llisted under Crook County.

Summer Lake subprovince

In Fort Rock Valley two rounds of water-level measurements were made
at seven wells, one in June and one in October. The Ottober levels were
all somewhat below those of September 1943, the latest measurements for
which complete coverage 1s available. In one well, which was measured in
1944, the 1945 water level rose about 0.3 foot.

Walla Walla subprovince .

In the Walla Walla Basin eight rounds of water-level measurements
were made by W. C. Mason, the district watermaster, and one round by T. E.
Eakin, of the Geological Survey. In addition, a float gage was malntained
throughout the year in well 6N/35-36H1 and read weekly by the owner,
Walter Hermann, 1In all., 225 measurements were made in 17 wells.

In most wells the mid-December water levels of 1945 were above those
of 1944; thls -.as due in large part to heavy recharge late in the calendar
year 1945. The September levels were below those of September 1943 in
most weils. In well 36HL the highest level of the year occurred in June
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and was 2.82 feet below the high of June 1944. Precipitation at Milton for .
the water year was above average, the excess falling late in the spring.
Wells in the Walla Walla Qasin are listed under Umatilla County.
Harney Basin subprovince
Two rounds of water-level measurements were made in the 11 wells in
the Harney Basin; once in June and again in October 1945. One well equipped
with a float gage was read weekly by Newton Hotchkiss. The water level of
October 1945 at 9 of the 11 wells averaged 0.34 foot higher than the corre-
sponding 1944 levels. At the float-gage well the high stage occurred in
May and was 1.2 feet abové the high stage of 1944. Preciplitation at the
Harney Branch Experiment Station was above normal for the water-year 1944-45.
Grande Ronde subprovince
Two of the typical areas of the State in which observation wells are
maintained lie in the Grande Ronde subprovince--the Baker and Grande Ronde
Valléys. Two rounds of measurements were made in each of these areas; once
in June and again in October. In the Baker Valley at the four wells
measured the water level averaged but slightly lower than the measurements
made in October 1944. At the three observation wells in the Grande Ronde
Valley, the water level of October 1945 averaged 0.2 foot higher than that
of October 1944. Records for observation wells in these two valleys are
listed under Baker and Union Counties.

UTAH

PROGRAM OF WORK

Ground-water investigations in Utah, in cooperation with the State
engineer, have been in progress since 1935. These investigations include
two interrelated programs which may be designated as (1) a yearly State-
wide inventory of ground-water ;forage based on perlodic measurements and
on continuous records of water-level fluctuations in selected wells in
each of the ground-water basins, and (2) detailed studles of individual
basins to determine the source, movement, and disposal of the ground water
and to show the relgtion of present development to the maximum economic
development that is possible in those areas.

The relative amounts of water stored from year to year in underground
reservoirs may be determined from the measurement of wdater levels in wells
in much the same way that storage in a surface reservoir is determined
from observation of its stages. Records of water-level fluctuations in
wells are useful, also, in determining periods and amounts of natural re-
.charge, the effects of natural and artificial discharge, the direction ‘of
movement of the water, and in many other ways. The usefulness of the
measurements increases, in general, with the length of the récord. Long-
time records are especially valuable in the detailed studies of the source,
movement, and disposal of ground water in individual basins and the State-
wide program thus serves, not only as a yearly inventory of ground-water
storage, but also as a source of basic data for subsequent detailed studies.

The State-wide inventory now includes records of measurements in 42
ground-water areas, which include most of the regions in which wells hdve
been developed in the State. In each of these areas the .selected observa-
tion wélls are measured periodlcally with a steel tape .or, in the case of
a flowing well, with a mercury manometer. In many of the areas one or
more wells are equipped with continuous water-stage recorders or pressure
gages which.are serviced once a week. During 1945 a total of 2,919
measurements was made in 768 wells and 30 water-stage and pressure re-

corders were malntained.
26
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In 1935 the State Leglslature enacted a statute relating specifically
to ground water,l based upon the principle, well established in most
western Stetes, that water rights are acquired only by appropriation. "The
appropriation must be for some useful and beneficial purpose, and as be;
tween appropriators, the first in time shall be flrst in rights.," Briefly,
this legislation provides for the protection of exlsting rights to the use-

- of ground water, and establishes a means for the orderly appropriation of
that part of the ground-water Supply not already appropriated. By thils
leglslation the State engineer was given "general adminlstrative super-
vision of the waters of the State Including ground water and of the
measurement, appropriation, apportionment, and distribution thereof.™ In
order to undertake the supervision and to make equitable adjudlications of
ground-water rights, it is necessary for the State engineer to obtain all
possible data as to diversions of ground water already made and the amouny
i1f any, of unapproprilated ground water in each area. DBecause ground water
moves and is stored in the interstices of rock materials where 1t cannot
be directly observed, 1t 1s necessary to obtaln measurements of the amount
of storage, movement, recharge, and discharge indirectly by an application
of the geologic and hydrologic principles of its occurrence. The detailea
studies of individual ground-water basins a;e made to provlide these basic
data. During 1945 a report of this kind was completed on the ground watgr
in. the vicinity of Ogden, Utah, and detalled investigations were in prog-
ress 1in tae Pavant Valley, in Millard County, and in the East Shore area
of Weber and Davis Countles.

Several agencles assisted the Federal Geologlcal Survey in making

’ measurements in obiservation wells included in the State-wide proéram. Thus,
measurements were made by the Salt Lake City Corporatlion in Salt Lake
County, by the Provo River Water Commissioner and the Bureau of Reclamation,
U. S. Department of the Interlor, in Wasatch County, and by the War Re-
Jlocation Authority in Millard County. Measurements made by these agencies
are indicated in the tabulatlons.

The following table shows, by counties and areas within countles,-the
number of observation wells in Utah, the number that have been dilscon-
tinued, the number of automatic water-stage and pressure recorders in use,

and the number of perlodic measurements included 1n this report.

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FLUCTUATIONS OF WATER LEVEL

During the past 10 years, annual changes of water level have been
computed for about 450 observation wells located in 36 ground-water areas
in Utah, based on measurements made at a corresponding time each year.

In most areas tlhese measurements have been made during December, when the
atorage in th; ground-water reservoirs 1s lilkely to remaln falrly constant
for an extended period. However, in Parowan Valley, Iron County, compari-
sons are made in March, because water levels during December are rilsing
rapldly in recovery from the preceding pumping season, and in certain
isolated areas comparisons are mde iIn the autumn because 9f thé in-
accesslibility of many wells during the winter.

In the table that appears on pages 99-100 the areas are grouped
according to ground-water provinces and are listed approximately in order
from south to north within each province (see fig. 4). The tabie shows
the number of observatlion wells used in the computations for each ground-
water area and the net rise or decline of water level based on the
mathematical average of changes recorded at the individual wells. The
figures are intended to show only the general trend of water levels from
year to year, and may be conslderably different from the changes of water
level observed in any given part of the area,

At the end of 1945 water leYels in the great majority of wells were
higher than they had been a year earlier. In the Southwestern Bolson prov-
ince , rises were recorded in groups of observation wells in every ground-
water area, except for the southern part of Escalante Valley. In the
Rocky Mountains province the trend was llkewisa upward, but in the Plateau‘
province water levels declined in observation wells in most of the areas
covered.

For the State as a whole, the net changes in water level in wells
show a falr correlation with the average precipitation as published by the
U. S. Weather Bureau, based on records from 100 or more stations in Utah.
According to these records, the precipitation over the State has been
less than normal in 2 years since 1935: 1939 (90 percent of normal) and
1942 (95 percent of normal). In 1943 precipitation was about normal, and
in 1937, 1938, 1940, and 1944 1% was 110 to 120 percent of normsl. The
decade also includes 3 years of_excessive rainfall: 1941, 160 percent of
normal, the highest on record; 1945,135 percent of normal, the fourth
wottest on record but exceeded in 1906, 1909, and 1941; and 1936, 130

percent of normal.
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The effect of deficient precipitation is shown by declines 1n all
ground-water areas in either 1€39 ar 19040, and in most areas in 1943,
The greatest rises in water level were recorded in 194l--extending into
1942 in some areas--following the year of greatest rainfall, but aub=-
stantial rises were also recorded during the wet years of 1936 and 1945.
In other years, when preclpitation was slightly above normal, the water
levels in moat areas rose somewhat or remained practlically unchanged.

The cumulative change of water levels durlng .the decade, in the lasf
column of the table, shows the effect of greater-than-normal ralnfall
during 7 of the 10 years. In all except one of the ground-water areas
for which records cover the entire decade, water levels have risen appre-
ciably, and in 19 of those areas the average rise has amounted to rore
than 5 feet. The exception is the southern part of Escalante valley,
which includes an area near Enterprise where several large irrigation
wells have been drilled since 1943.

The fluctuations of water levels in wells in Utah during the 10
years ended December 1945 are discussed in more detail in the 25th Bi~
ennial Report of the Utah State engineefg from which the above summary
tables have been taken.

WELL DESCRIPTIONS AND WATER-LEVEL MEASUREMENTS

Obgervation wells in Utah are listed alphabetically by countles and
ground-water areas and numerically within the ground-water areaa.é/ For
convenience, the names of the appropriate ground-water areas are added
after the county names. Areas which have received detalled study are
further subdivided into districts. The State clalm or application number
is that used in the State enéineer’s records, the claim numbers belng
reserved for those wells that were used prior to the passage of the
ground-water law in March 1935 and the application numbers for wells
drilled subsequently. All altitudes were determined by instrumental
leveling by the staff of the State enginser or the Geological Survey wlth
the exception of those for some wells in Wasatch County, where altitudes

were established by the Bureau of Reclamation, U.S. Dept. of the Interior.

SCOPE OF WATER-LEVEL PROGRAM

The program of periodic measurements of water levels in observation
wells In the State of Washington was continued in 1945 in connection with
several projects involved in a general inventory of the ground-water
resources of the State. These several projects were carried out in
cooperation with the Washington State Department of Conservation and
Development, the clity of Tacoma, and the Snohomish County Public Utiliity
District No. 1. The records obtained during 1945 include 1,484 measure-
ments of water level in 132 wells distributed unevenly over 19 of the 39
counties in the State, A water-stage recorder was operated on one well
throughout the year. Float gages were operated throughout the year on 16
wells and during part of the year on 3 wells. These gages were read at

" from daily to about weekly Intervals by local well readers.

Descriptions and water-level records are glven in this report for the
first time for 20 wells. Of these, 19 are located in Snohomish County,
an area -In which a detalled ground-water survey is in progress. One new
well was established at Cashmere replacing well US 70, to obtain an im-
proved record for that area. One well in Whatcom County was reestablished
in this report.

The first of the two following tableé shows seasonal distribution of
preclpitation at two representative statlons.for 50 years of record in
inches and in percentage of the whole; also, for the water year ending
September 30, 1945, in percentage. The second teble shows the precipl-
tation, in inches, and the relative wetness in percentage of the 50-year
average, at 13 statlons for the water-year 1944-45. These tables suggest,
in part, that preéipitation.was deficient in western Washington and
generally above normal for eastern Washington although defilclenciss occurrec
locally. Most of the deficlent precipitation throughout the State occurred
during the first three months of the water year, - Snowfall was below normal
for the State., However, the precipitation for the water-year 1945 showed
a conslderable increase over that of 1944. Thus, from October 1, 1944,
to September 30, 1945, a net galn In ground-water storage was made In most
areas of the State.

Areas of intensive 1nvestizatioh

Tacoma area, Puget Sound subprovince

The general concept of the occurrence and fluctuatlon of ground water
in the Tacoma area, Plerce County, has been described in the annual water-
level report for 1943 (Water-Supply Paper 990, pp. 154, 155). In this
area the program of water-level measurements in obserﬁati&i wells wags con-
tinued during 1945 in cooperation with the clty of Tacoma; five rounds of
measurements were made covering 43 wells; in addition nine rounds of
measurements were made by Lawrence Angeline, of the city of Tacoma Water
Division at eight municipal wells; four wells equipped with float gages
were read about weekly by local observers, and one well was measured by

tape at less frequent intervals by a local observer.
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In the Tacoma area, ground-water levels which had trended downward
since 1937 apparently reached & low in 1944, Fifteen wells in this area
showed an average rise of about 1.3 feet from the end of September 1944 to
the end of September 1945,

Columbia Basin, Columbia Plateau province

The water-level program in the Columbia Basin v;as continued in 1945 in
cooperation with the Washington State Department of Conservation and
Development. The observation wells of this area are listed under the
countles of Adams, i?ranklin, and Grant, During the year, two rounds of
water-level measurements were made in 17 wells; in addition, three float
gages were read at about weekly intervals by local observers, One of these
gages was removed July 3.

The preceding summary table of year-end water levels indicates an
average rise of 1,01 feet in 14 wells that tap basalt or gravel. Among
individual wells, the greatest deviations were rises of 5.60 and 5.63
feet in wells 16/29-35R1 and 21/26-3H1, respectively. These two wells
have shown the greatest .changes in water level in all of the wells in

this area during the preceding 2 years.

Palouse River area, Columbila Plateau province

The observatiog-well program in Whitman County consisted of two
Arou.nds of measurements in three artesian wells and two water-table wells
in and near Pullman, and one artesian'well at Steptoe. From December
1944 to the end of September 1945, water-table well 14/45-11N2 declined
0,40 foot. During the same period the water levels in two of the artesian
wells reached record lows while the third showed a net rise. The average
decline for the three artesian wells was 0,35 foot and continued the down-

ward trend of confined-water levels of the past few years.

Spokene Valley, Northern Rocky Mountairs province
The water-level program ﬁegun several years ago in the Spokane Valley
and the contiguous Rathdrum Prairie in Idaho was continued in 1945, in
cooperation with the Washington Department of Goﬂservatd.on, and Development.
Measurements of water level for fhis area are recorded under Spokane
County. Of the 23 observatioﬁ wells measured periodically, float gages

are malntalined at 7 with dailly to weekly readings by local well
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readers. Tape measuréments were made elther by the Geological Survey or
the Washington Water Power Company.

Records for the three observation wells in the Rathdrum Prairie area
may be found in the Idaho section of this volume, under Bonner and Kootenai
Counties.

The summary table of year-end water levels indicates an average net
rise of 0.41 foot in 8 wells in the area of effluent ground water that
sustains the low flow of the Spokane River. In four wells in the upstream
area of influent ground water there was an average net rise of 0,68 foot,
In three observation wells in the Rathdrum Prairie in Idaho the average

rise was greater,

WYOMING

PROGRAM OF WORK

Perlodlc measurements of water level in observation wells in Wyoming
were continued in 1945 in cooperation with the Wyoming State Planning
and Water Conservation Board and the Wyoming State Engineer, The program
is beiﬁg carried out In connection with an investigation of the grouné-
water resources of the State, which, up to the present time, has been
conducted in the southeastern part only, where two a;eas are now under
study. Both of these areas--the Egbert-Pine Bluffs--Carpenter area and
the Cheyenne area--are in Laramie County. The city of Cheyenne 1s
cooperating in the work In the Cheyenne area. At the beginning of 1945
there were 237 wells included in the program and at the close of 1945 there
were 223, During the year, 1,044 individuel water-level measurements were
made in most of the wells at monthly or about monthly intervals. Two
automatic water-stage recorders were operated in the Egbert-Pine Bluffs--

Carpenter area and one in the Cheyenne area during the year.

FLUCTUATIONS OF WATER LEVEL
A general description of the two areas under study is given in Water-
Supply Paper 990, pages 246-251,

Egbert-Pine Bluffs--Carpenter area
In 1945 there were seasonal fluctuations of water level 1n all of

the wells penetrating the Brule formation. The greatest range of
fluctuation occurred in wells in the valley of Muddy Creek where the range
in amount of recharge is also great. The water levels also fluctuated in
response to the seasonal irrigation. In 17 of the Brule wells the average
change in water levels from December 1944 to December 1945 was a rise of
0.55 foot. The rise of water levgls was caused by an abnormal amount of .

In the upland part of the area the wells are used only for stock and
domestic purposes. The water is derived from the Ogallala and Arikaree
formations., There is 1ittle fluctuation of water levels in these wells;
except for local pumping effects the water levels in these wells have
varied less than 0.25 foot during the period of measurement,

The wells surrounding the town of Carpenter derive their water from
two sources, Filve wells to the west of Carpenter, in the Crow Creek
embayment, tap the Brule formation., The average change in water levels in
these wells during the calendar-year 1945 was a rise of 0.33 foot. The
other source of ground water -in this immediate area is a broad Quaternary
terrace to the east of Carpenter, underlain by gravel deposits that range
in thickness from about 40 feet to more than 150 feet, The average change
in water levels in 6 wells penetrating this terrace was a rise of 0.22

foot from December 1944 to December 1945.

Cheyenne area
The water levels in the indivudual wells in the Cheyenne well fleld

are rarely comparable because all of the wells are affected by pumping.
Pumping is intermittent, and the perlod of pumping or rest in any well is
variable. In general, however, the trend of the water levels is downward.
The highest stages are reached during perlods of rest.

Eleven wells in the Cheyenne well field are pumped, but generally no
more than 6 pumps are operated except during periods of peak demand.
Although the wells are operated intermittently, the water levels are
continuing to decline and the average daily capacity of each well 1s also
declining., In 1944 the average daily pumpage per well was 307,700 gallons
and in 1945 it was 288,700 gallons.

Laramie area

No measurements of water level were made in this area 1in 1945.

WELL-NUMBERING SYSTEM
Each observation well in Wyoming is designated by a number that serves
to locate 1t. The first segment of the number is the township, the second
the range, and the third the section. The letters that make up the seg-
ment indicate the position of the well in the section, the first letter

indicating the quarter section, the second the 40-acre tract within the
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quarter section, and the third the lQ-acre tract within the 40-acre tract.
The quarters of section and tract 'are lettered as shown in the accompanyg-

ing dlagram:

A digit at the end of a number indicates a particular well of two or
more in the same 10-acre tract, Thus, the third well in the SW4SW4NEj
sec, 36, T, 14 N., R. 67 W,, would be numbered 14-67-36-acc 3.
