INTRODUCTION

Publication of ground-water level data for the United States 
in water-supply papers was begun by the Geological Survey in 
1935. From 1935 through 1939, a single water-supply paper for 
each year covering the entire nation was issued (Water-Supply 
Papers 777, 817, 840, 845, and 886). Since then water-supply 
papers have been issued covering 6 separate sections of the 
United States as shown in figure 1. See table on page 2 for the 
number of the water-supply paper containing records by year and 
section.

Beginning in 1956, only water-level data from a basic 
network of observation wells has been published. This basic 
network contains observation wells so located that the most 
significant data are obtained from the fewest wells in the most 
important aquifers. In some States the basic network forms the 
skeletal index of a more comprehensive observation-well program. 
Publications that contain substantial additional water-level data 
are listed at the end of each State report in this volume.

Each well is identified by (1) a 15-digit number based on 
latitude and longitude, and (2) a local number that is provided 
for continuity with older reports and for other use as dictated 
by local needs. The first 6 digits of the 15-digit number are 
degrees, minutes, and seconds of north latitude; the next 7 
digits are degrees (including a leading zero for those less than 
100), minutes, and seconds of west longitude; and the final 2 
digits are sequential numbers assigned in the order in which the 
wells (or other hydrologic sites) are established in that 
1-second quadrangle. This system provides both the geographic 
location and a unique number for each well.

Measurements are made in many types of wells, under varying 
conditions of access and at different temperatures, hence, 
neither the method of measurement nor the equipment can be 
standardized. At each observation well, however, the equipment 
and techniques used are those that will insure that measurements 
at each well are consistent.

Water-level measurements in this report are given in feet 
with reference to either mean sea level (msl) or land-surface 
datum (Isd). Mean sea level is the datum plane on which the 
national network of precise levels is based; land-surface datum 
is a datum plane that is approximately at land surface at each 
well. If known, the altitude of the land-surface datum above 
mean sea level is given in the well description. The height of 
the measuring point (MP) above or below land-surface datum is 
given in each well description. Water levels in wells equipped 
with recording gages are reported for every fifth day and the end 
of each month (eom).

In the well description, dimensions are given in 
International System Units (SI) as well as in English units. The 
factor 0.3048 is used to convert feet to metres; the factor 2.54
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is used to convert inches to centimetres; and the factor 1.609 is 
used to convert miles to kilometres.

Water levels are reported to as many significant figures as 
can be justified by the local conditions. For example, in a 
measurement of a depth to water of several hundred feet, the 
error in determining the absolute value of the total depth to 
water may be a few tenths of a foot, whereas the error in 
determining the net change of water level between successive 
measurements may be only a hundredth or a few hundredths of a 
foot. For lesser depths to water the accuracy is greater. 
Accordingly, most measurements are reported to a hundredth of a 
foot, but some are given only to a tenth of a foot or a larger 
unit.

The local well numbers used in this report are based on the U.S. Public Land Survey as used in 
Arkansas. The component parts of a well number are the township number, the range number, the 
section number, and three letters that Indicate, respectively, the quarter section, the quarter- 
quarter section, and the quarter-quarter-quarter section in which the well is located. The letters 
are assigned in counterclockwise order beginning with "V In the northeast quarter. Serial numbers 
are appended to the numbers of wells in the same quarter-quarter-quarter section. Thus, well 
02S05W34BDA1 is in the NE*;SE*(NWV sec. 3 1), T. 2 S., R. 5 W. This number has been published in pre­ 
vious reports as 2S5W-34bdal.

The observation-well program in Oklahoma was continued during the period 1970 through 1974 in 
cooperation with the Oklahoma Water Resources Board, the Oklahoma Geological Survey, and the Corps 
of Engineers. Measurements were made at 260 well sites on a periodic basis; 22 of these well sites 
were equipped with automatic water-level recorders. Twenty wells from this group have been chosen 
to compose the Federal observation-well network; water-level recorders were operated on 5 of these 
wells. In addition to the periodic measurements, annual water-level measurements were made at 
1,100 well sites within the State. Figure 4 shows the location of observation wells included in 
this report.

Well-Numbering System

Wells are numbered according to their latitude-longitude location, as explained on page 1. 
Local well numbers are also given.

Local well numbers give the location of the well within the Bureau of Land Management's system 
of land subdivision. The first digit of a well number indicates the township, the second the 
range, and the third the section in which the well is situated. The first lowercase letter denotes 
the quarter section (160-acre tract), the second the quarter-quarter section (40-acre tract), and 
the third the quarter-quarter-quarter section (10-acre tract). Within each 10-acre tract the wells 
are numbered serially as indicated by the final digit of the number. Thus, in Beaver County, the 
number 2N-24E-7ccdl indicates that the well is in the SE'sSWqSVPi; sec. 7, T. 2 N., R. 21 E.

The observation-well program in Texas was begun in 1929 in cooperation with the Texas Water 
Development Board (formerly the Texas Water Commission, and before that the Texas Board of Water 
Engineers), and was continued during the period 1970 through 1974. This program has been expanded 
from year to year to get better coverage in more counties. Herein are records of 793 selected 
wells in 1311 counties in Texas. Figure 5 shows the number of observation wells reported in each 
county.

The High Plains Underground Water Conservation District No. 1 assisted in the measurements in 
several counties in the district, the Panhandle Ground Water Conservation District No. 3 made most 
of the measurements in Carson and parts of Gray and Potter Counties, and the North Plains Water 
Conservation District made most of the neasurements in observation wells north of the Canadian 
River. The Texas Water Development Board now carries on the observation-well program throughout 
the State, except the continuing projects under the cooperative program.

Well-Numbering System

Several well-numbering systems have been used in Texas. The first listed is the Federal well- 
numbering system for punch cards for the storage and retrieval of ground-water data and is based on 
the latitude and longitude. This is explained on page 1.

The local well numbers that have been used are based on (1) wells numbered consecutively begin­ 
ning with 1 in the upper left corner and progressing back and forth across the county map; (2) a 
grid system using a letter and a number to identify each grid in the county, followed by consecu­ 
tive well numbers; and (3) a grid system for each county using a letter alone to identify the grid, 
followed by consecutive well numbers.

A statewide well-numbering system based on latitude and longitude was adopted by the Texas Water 
Development Board in I960. This number is shown in parentheses in each well description. Under 
this system, each 1-degree quadrangle in the State was given a number consisting of 2 digits. 
These are the first 2 digits appearing in the well number. Each 1-degree quadrangle is divided 
into TH-minute quadrangles which are also given 2-digit numbers of 01 to 64. These are the third 
and fourth digits of the well number. Each 7 !s-minute quadrangle is subdivided into 2^-mlnute quad­ 
rangles and given a single digit number from 1 to 9- This is the fifth digit of the well nunber. 
Finally, each well within the 2>s-minute quadrangle is given a 2-digit number in the order in which 
it is inventoried, starting with 01. These are the last 2 digits of the well number. In addition 
to the 7-digit well number, a 2-letter prefix is used to identify the county. The state numbers 
are used for all wells in the reports published by the Texas Water Development Board and in their 
punch-card system for the storage and retrieval of ground-water data.
